Olympus Technical Requirements

User Experience and Institutional Support Needed: 

Users must be proficient with Microsoft Windows XP, have a basic knowledge of digital photography, and have an interest in learning new software applications. During set-up, an Information Technology (IT) person must be available with administrator rights. Users must have power-user rights. 

Computer: 

Institution must provide computers needed for the project. Recommended that PC have must have 2 GHZ; USB-2 Port; full-size tower; 1GB RAM; 80 GB hard drive; 64 MB video card (minimum).

Operating System: 

The image analysis software runs on Windows 2000 and Windows XP operating systems.

Microscope: 

Less than 5 years old with minimum of four fluorite optics (for example, BX41 with at least 4 four fluorite optics or better, a camera port, such as a trinocular head, 1X C-mount adapter).

Server/Network Technical Requirements: 

High-speed network access: Minimum T1 line 

Ability to install software, including Apache server software 

Ability to set up a VPN (virtual private network) or open ports (80 and 5879)

Remote Requirements: 

High speed network access (T1 line) 

Install JAVA 1.4.1 (or higher)

NOTE: Olympus will provide the software, camera, and, if needed, one microscope for up to 6 months during the study period. Equipment must be returned to Olympus within 30 days after the end of the project grant period.
